“They were like sheep 
without a shepherd.” 

 

In today’s gospel the Twelve return from their first 
mission of preaching and healing and report to  
Jesus.  He gathers them in a “deserted” place to rest 
and regroup, but the people find them and keep 
coming.  Even their attempt to escape by boat to the 
other side of the lake is halted once word gets out.  
 
The incident recorded by Mark in today’s gospel 
(which precedes his account of the feeding of the  
multitude) offers two important insights into our 
church’s ministry:  The mission of the church does 
not spring from mass marketing techniques or  
publicity strategies but from the Gospel of  
compassion we seek to live and share, from the  
authority of our commitment to forgiveness and 
reconciliation.  Leadership, inspired by the wisdom 
of God, means not dictating and ruling over others 
but inspiring, providing for, and selflessly caring 
for those whom we are called to lead. 
 
When we are in a relationship with Jesus, we will  
always have more than enough.  Despite any claims 
to the contrary, Jesus himself will provide an  
abundance.  Our needs will be met and we will be 
satisfied.  When facing other people’s dire  
circumstances, it can be a challenge not to respond 
as the disciples did in this gospel story.    Why is 
this my problem?  Let them fend for themselves.  
But we hear Jesus’ command to the disciples as a 
command to us: “Give them some food  
yourselves.”  Even though the conditions may seem 
overwhelming as Christians we are to do  
something.  Once we start, God provides more than 
enough to accomplish the task.  Giving in to 
hopelessness or insensitivity is not the response 
expected of a disciple of Christ.  
 
This week I will be at St. Joseph Villa, Hampton 
Bays with the Sisters of St. Joseph.  That this time 
in a “deserted” place, will be a time of rest and  
refreshment for the Sisters.  I ask you to please  
continue your prayers for the Sisters and myself.
